GUIDELINES ON REHABILITATION OF SSI SICK UNITS
(based on Kohli Working Group recommendations)

As per the definition, a unit is
considered as sick when any of the borrowal
account of the unit remains substandard for
more than 6 months or there is erosion in
the net worth due to accumulated cash loses
to the extent of 50% of its net worth during
the previous accounting year and the unit
has been in commercial production for at
least two years. The criteria will enable
banks to detected sickness at an early stage
and facilitate corrective action for revival of
the unit. As per the guidelines, the

rehabilitation package should be fully
implemented within six months from the date
the unit is declared as potentially viable/
viable. During this six months period of
identifying and implementing rehabilitation
package banks/Fls are required to do
"holding operation" which will allow the sick
unit to draw funds from the cash credit
account at least to the extent of deposit of
sale proceeds.

Following are broad parameters for grant
of relief and concessions for revival of
potentially viable sick SSI units:

(i) Interest on Working Capital Interest 1.5% below the prevailing fixed/prime
lending rate, wherever applicable

(ii) Funded Interest Term Loan Interest Fee
(iii) Working Capital Term Loan Interest to be charged 1.5% below the prevailing

fixed / prime lending rate, wherever applicable.
(iv) Term Loan Concessions in the interest to be given not more

than 2% (not more than 3% in the case of tiny /
decentralised sector units) below the document
rate.

(v) Contingency Loan Assistance The Concessional rate allowed for Working
Capital Assistance.

A circular was issued to all scheduled commercial banks vide RPCD No. PLNFS. BC.57/06.04.01/
2001-02 dated January 16, 2002 thereby advising implementation of the Kohli Committee
Recommendations.
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1. Creation of a Central Registry by the State
Governments for registration of charges of
all banks and other lending institutions in
respect of all moveable and immovable
properties of borrowers incorporated as
proprietorship, partnership, co-operative
society, trust, company or in any other form.

2. Stamp duty is payable on assignment of
actionable claims. Modification in these
provisions for factors by7 way of exemption
or prescribing a ceiling on the stamp duty
would give impetus to the activity.

3. A scheme for utilising specified NGOs to
provide training services to tiny micro
enterprises may be considered.

4. Each State Government may also have a
separate Ministry for MSME. In addition,
the State Governents may also have long
term and short term policy for development/
promotion of MSME sector.

5. State Government should provide preferential
treatment to MSMEs in providing
uninterrupted power supply. In case the same
is not possible, the State Government may
provide back ended subsidy on loans taken
for purchase of DG sets.

6. The State Governments may be encouraged
to provide land at 50% of the normal rate
for setting up Industrial Estates exclusively
for MSMEs. Further, 50% subsidy may be
provided on the capital cost of common
facilities like effluent treatment plant, power
plant etc.

7. The need for obtainng any clearance except
registration with DIC for individual SME
units set up in Industrial Estates developed

FOR STATE GOVERNMENT

by the State Industrial Development
Corporations or DICs or approved Industrial
Estates developed by private entrepreneurs
for SMEs may not be considered necessary
as they are developed as per the approval
layouts. Further the defunct Industrial Estates
may be made active once again by putting in
place the complete infrastructure putting
national resources to good use.

8. The niche industry or the ativities having good
concentration in the area may be identified
by the banks and DIC. The model cost of
project for different sizes of commonly
prevailing industry and overall viability of the
activity may be assessed by7 a Committee
comprising of 2-3 major banks of the District
under the aegis of Lead Bank so as to obviate
the need of nay epert/professional to prepare
TEV study in individual cases. The exercise
may be carried our periodically after
considering the price of machinery and other
fixed assets required out periodically after
considering the price of mechinery and other
fixed assets required, sources of raw
materials, technical expertise and skilled
labour availability, access to market etc.

DIC may also be associated with the
process. Small etrepreneurs may use these
project profiles and not take help from
professionals in preparation of time consuming
and costly TEV study/viability report. While
financing banks may not go for TEV study in
individual cases. To begin with this practice may
be started for procects requiring terms loan upto
1 crore which may be raised after review.

Chakroborthy Committee recommendations accepted by Govt. of India
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REHABILITATION OF SICK MSES
MONITORING BY EMPOWERED COMMITTEE
1. The circular of RBI has advised all its

Regional offices that as per the extant
quidelines, rehabilitation package for sick
units is required to be fully implemented
within six months form the date the unit is
declared as potentially viable. (November
18, 2009)

2. An analysis of State-wise data on sick MSE
units as at the end of March 2009 revealed
that the number of units taken up for nursing
by banks was abysmally low as compared
to the number of units found potentially
viable in a number of States.

3. Hence, CO advised that EC must ensure
that banks strive for timely action for
rehabilitation of sick units in the MSE sector
and put in place a credible, proactive and a
functional monitoring mechanism to review
that progress in actual concreate outcomes.

4. A quarterly report hs to be forwarded to
CO within 15 days from the end of each
quarter and a format has been prescribed.

1. Model cost of project for different sizes of

2. Lending in case of all advances upto Rs 2
crores may be done on the basis of scoring
model. Information required for scoring
model should be incorporated in the
application form itself. No individual risk
rating is required in such cases.

3. Banks my start central Registration of loan
applications. The same technlogy may be
used for online submission of loan
applications as also for onlne tracking of loan
application.

4. The application forms, may be so designed
that all documents required to be executed
by the borrower on sanction of the loan form
its part. The forms should invariably have a
Checklist of the documents required to be
submitted by the applicant along with the

application and the formalities required to be
completed, post sanction.

5. In case of all micro enterprises, simplified
application cum sanction form (which should
also be printed in regional language) be
introduced for loans upto Rs 1 crore and
working capital under Nayak Committee
norms.

6. Banks who have sanctioned term loan singly
or jointly must also sanction WC limit singly
(or jointly, i the ratio of term loan) to avoid
delay in commencement of commercial
production. It may be ensured that there are
no cases where term loan has been
sanctioned and working capital facilities are
yet to be sanctioned.

7. Centralised Credit Processing Cells may be
introduced. These Cells may be utilized for
single point appraisal, sanction,
documentation, renewal and enhancement.
The working of Centralised Processing Cell
should be reviewed by the controlling office
of the bank. CPC should act as the bank
office of the bank.

8. Committee Approach may be introduced for
sanction of new loans as also rehabilitation
cases. This will not only improve the quality
of decision as collective wisdom of the
members shall be utilisd, especially while
taking decision on loan applications for green-
field projects in the micro, small amd medium
enterprise sector or the rehabilitation
proposals.

9. The banks may consider a combined level of
stock and receivables and no separate sub
limit for debtors may be fixed Banks may
allow CC/OD against stock and receivables
under one facility.

10.In terms of the Nayak Committee nrms, the
baks are required to provide minimum 20%
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of the turnover to the business enterprises as
bank finance and 5% is to be obtained as
margin. This translates into a current ratio of
1.25.

11. Banks may develop appropriate Credit
Appraisal and Rating Tool (CART) on the
pattern of software developed by SIDBI or
can take the help of such tools for processing
the loan/working capital proposals of small and
medium enterprises.

12.The banks may focus on opening more
specialised micro, small and medium enterprise
branches. The expansion of specialised branch
network in all identified clusters and Industrial
Estates may be completed in a time bound
manner say within next 3-5 years.

13.The banks may use the platform provided by
the technical institutions and send their staff
to xuch institutions on a regular basis. Training
is also required to be imparted to the branch
managers and their loan officers for change
in their mindset away from the perceived risk
in financing MSMEs. A system of incentives
for good performance in financing to MSMEs
may be implemented, which could be by way

of special mention in the Performance
Appraisal, special training etc.

14.Banks may consider introduction of Factoring
Services, particularly for MSMEs.

15.Intervention of technology may be adopted for
correct identification and reporting of sick
micro, small and medium enterprises.

Also all the SLBC Convenor Banks have been
advised vide letter, RPCD. LBS. CO. BC. No.
79/02.01.01/2008-09 December 30, 2008,
1. To ensure that adequate attention is paid to

the financial needs of MSME Sector in their
State(s)/UT(s), and

2. Include the issue and discuss the problems
faced by this sector in all SLBC meetings, in
future.

3. The SLBC convenor banks may also take up,
with the concerned authorities, issues which
are not credit related but which are coming in
the way of smooth flow of credit to the MSE
sector. Every Regional Office/Zonal Office
of all banks should closely monitor the flow of
credit to MSEs and also institute a help desk
at key centres.

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MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD WITH THE MEMBERS OF
THE SSI ASSOCIATION AT ELECTRICAL CIRCLE, KOTTAYAM

KERALA STATE ELECTRICITY BOARD

The meeting commenced at
11.00 am with Sri. Mohan
Varghese, Dy. Chief Engineer,
Electrical Circle, Kottayam in
the chair. The Chair welcomed
all the participants and the meet-
ing started with self introduction
of all the participants.

The members of the Indus-
trial Estate, Changanacherry in-
formed that even though the
eastate is fed through a sepa-
rate feeder, frequent interrup-
tion is encountered and re-
quested to provide section AB
switches to reduce the interrup-
tion. The Executive Engineer,
Changanacherry stated that the
estate is fed through Veroor
feeder and only one transformer
other than those of the industrial
consumers is connected to the
feeded. The EE also informed
that 4 Nos. AB switched will be
installed within 2 weeks. The
Association members requested
that scheduled interruptions shall
be intimted one day before. The
Chair instructed the concerned
officers that all scheduled inter-
ruptions should be informed one
day in advance.

The Association members
of the Poovanthuruth ID plot
broghtt to the attention of the

Chair that 4 days were taken to
change a damaged post, re-
cently. the AE, Nattakom stated
that only 2 days were taken for
the same and that too due to the
reason that another two posts at
Kodimatha were also damaged.
The Chair intimated the associa-
tion members to take up such
cases with AEE/EE in future.
The members enquired about
the status of the separate feeder
to the ID plot. The Chair replied
that it can be considered only
after the Kodimatha S/S is com-
missioned and some load from
Poovanthuruth S/S is trans-
ferred to it. The Chair instructed
AEE, Pallom to study about the
feasiblity of drawing 11 KV
feeder from Kanjikuzhy S/S
from Kanjikuzhy S/S so that
load of Poovanthuruth S/S can
be reduced and furnished a re-
port within 2 weeks.

On enquiry about delay in
obtaining power allocation, the
Chair informed that power allo-
cation processing will be com-
pleted within one month and if
any practical difficulty is there,
written information will be given
to the party.

Cheques without clearance
charges will be accepted. The

Association members informed
that most of the cosumers are
entitled to get refund for the
excess amount remitted during
the period of power cut. The
AEEs were directed to look into
the matter and take necessary
action.

The Association members
pointed out that maintenance
works of transformers if the
Poovanthuruth ID plot are not
done and fuse units are not pro-
vided for most of them. The
chair directed the AEEs to in-
spect the concerned Industrial
Estates and take necessary ac-
tion for transformation
maintenenace, to provide fuse
units, for redoing cable  end ter-
minations etc where ever nec-
essary. The requirements of
materials shall be submitted to
the EEs for arranging purchase.
Also, the AEE, Pallom shall con-
duct study for providing section
AB switches for ID plot feeder

The next meeting with the
association is proposed during 2-
2010.

The meeting came to a
close at 12.30 pm.
